INCARNATION  IS  A  PROCESS WHICH INVOLVES ALL OF US
We can say that evil had already existed for a long time when man appeared on this earth for the first time. Even if we want to attribute the heaviest responsibilities to man, we have to go back to a more original sin: to what we can call the original sin of the angels. 
The sin of the angels has certainly brought into being all negative forces. God’s creative action aims at recovering everything from evil. So creation is redemption at the same time. 

God promotes the evolution of all beings, which has its main milestone in the advent of man. 

Here we have what we can define a first incarnation of God. Of course we give this word “incarnation” the broadest meaning it can have. In order to avoid any confusion with “incarnation” in its narrowest theological sense – that of God’s  incarnation in Jesus Christ – I prefer to coin here a different word: “pre-incarnation”. 

A spark of the divine Consciousness becomes incarnate in man, who is called to administer this universe, to rescue it from evil, and to promote its evolution. 

Many things depend on man’s behaviour. But too many times he gives signs of selfishness and oblivion of his own Creator, which are the two aspects of the typical sin of creature as such from the very beginning of the universal evolution. 

So a further and stronger intervention of God is needed: God’s incarnation in the narrow and proper meaning. In this sense God becomes incarnate in the man Jesus of Nazareth. 
However God’s incarnation appears to be a long and complex historical process. 

The coming of the Messiah is prepared by the evolution of the Jewish people as a whole. Jesus founds the Church, which continues the mission of Israel. 

All true disciples of Christ grow up in him, aiming at the ultimate goal of reaching his same stature.   

It is true that such a historical process of preparation ends up to the coming of an individual, the man Jesus of Nazareth, from whom a second process of historical development starts. It is true that both processes pass through that individual, one and the same. Nevertheless we may consider the whole incarnation process as a collective phenomenon. 

The incarnation process is aimed at bringing mankind to its ultimate perfection. 

Jesus, and all saints with him, grow up to the fullness of the divine life. When all of them have reached that fullness, they will be able, all together, to transform the whole universe, to deify it. 

The ultimate perfection consists not only of the fullness of sanctity, but of knowledge, power and creativity as well: it is also omniscience, omnipotence, infinite creativity of all beauties. 

God is not only  the Holy One, but also the Omniscient, the Almighty, the supreme Artist of creation. 

So not only religious men and women, but also scientists, artists, technicians, workers of all sectors of production, with all promoters of civilization, of human endeavour, of a better society, all of them contribute in a decisive way to the pursuit of that ultimate perfection which is the full advent of the kingdom of God.
