A MESSAGE OF HOPE FROM THE OTHER DIMENSION


We are less alone than we think! The world is full of still unknown friends.

Dear friends from all over the world, we want to bring you a message of true hope which we have received ourselves.

This we can state not on the basis of empty, abstract or indefinite words, but on real events.

Such events happen in an extraordinary paranormal field in a spiritual context.

They are events which have taken place in Italy in recent years and are now continually in full development.

Andrea’s (Andrew) mysterious death

and his subsequent mediumistic manifestation

It would be useful at this point to give an example of what we mean. Let us start by speaking of a particularly emblematic example. Though not the first of its kind in chronological order.

Twenty-five years old Andrea Sardos-Albertini had but to complete one exam before receiving a law degree, so he decided to take a short holiday. On June 9, 1981 he left Trieste by car without a definite plan or a precise destination. Unfortunately he never returned.

His father, a lawyer, searched everywhere for his whereabouts. Only his car was found parked in Mestre. Andrea had made a phone call to his mother from an undetermined place. Later it turned out that he had spent the night at the Astoria Hotel in Turin from where he had phoned a friend of his in Trieste. Since then no one heard or saw him again.

His father in despair finally turned to parapsychologic contact, which gave an appreciable result through a Mrs. Anita’s automatic, mediumistic writing. An entity manifested itself stating to be Andrea’s disincarnate soul.

He was able to reveal this way the story of his trip to Turin where he had gone in the hope of buying a used car to replace his old Dyane 6. He had three million lire in his wallet.

By night he had been attacked by three hoodlums apparentely under influence of drugs, who stole his wallet and threw his body in the Po river at the height of Valentino Park in Turin.

There followed long searches in that stretch of the river, where divers were hampered in their research by the lack of visuality, due to the muddy waters. Although the search was guided by the entity himself only uncertain clues and no definite results were obtained.

Andrea’s entity could not at the time give reason for this, but advised them not to go on searching. Finally the whole moral of the happening was expressed by him in these terms: “It was natural that you wanted my body, but due to the kind of publicity which would ensue following revelation of our communicating this way, the real purpose of my contacting you would be overlooked. And surely, neither you nor I want this to happen. What is important is to have people know that a hereafter does exist.”

This appears to be Andrea’s mission and the real reason why he was permitted to communicate with his family. His father later carried on his part by writing a book about this contact called Esiste I’Aldila (The Hereafter does exist) where the whole story and its conclusion are told. Andrea’s entity explains that “it is necessary to let the whole world know that there is an afterlife following death. Because it appears that only by this conviction and believing can mankind mend its ways and live in peace honouring the Infinite Light.”

The three books written by Lino Sardos-Albertini contain proof of Andrea’s manifesting himself and explain his particular mission. This is given by means of messages received by his father and its veracity confirmed by a whole series of “signs” and results of spiritual significance. Many, by merely reading the mentioned book, have found hope and faith, peace and serenity. it has brought comfort from moral and physical pain, inspiring a different vision of earthly life thus causing an inner renewal.

I would like to mention the following passage to make clear what the entity says to this respect: “Dear Dad, I can understand your disappointment in not finding my body, At first I too, was disappointed, but you must know that only I can clearly see things as they truly are, because I am one of those who belong in the great pasture of souls who follow the Infinite Light. The promise that was made by the Light about recovering my body was to be a means to prove to the world the existence of life after death; but I was not the only one assigned to this mission, there are other entities here with the same objective.’’

The manifestation of the children of light

Andrea’s story gains full meaning when inserted in the context of other young deceased prematurely who manifest themselves later. Andrea’s case with its mediumistic evolvement belongs to a much wider phenomenon of a collective nature which we have called “Manifestation of the Children of Light”.

All souls who communicate with us are letting us know in various ways that the hereafter exists. This message reaching us from God’s dimension is an acknowledgment of the “Good News” or the Eu-Anghelion, spoken about in the gospels. That is to say the “Good News” preached by Jesus Christ seems to be entrusted to these young souls.

Why so? Alessandra Capanna explains: “Young people today can give better certainty of the World of Light in which we continue to live. If this message was being told by a wornout voice, it would not be accepted as a fresh revelation. Nor listened to. That’s why our young lives are precious, they soar higher and can enjoy the presence of true eternal life!’’

The “Children of Light” are souls who passed away at a very young age on account of disease or accidents. We would like to remember Erancesco Moneta, called Frangi, who died seven years before Andrea. He suffered for a long time for a cancer over a period of sixteen months, he was worried more for others than for himself. He tried not to burden others but encouraged them by keeping them in a good mood.

We wish to mention two brothers, Enzo and Leonardo Mascagna. The first died in 1982 in a motorcycle accident, the second in 1987 while doing underwater fishing.

In 1985 Corrado Paradiso and Enrico Sartori died from an overdose of drugs. Seven years before Davide Cometti, during a scuba-diving immersion (1978). These others in accidents of various kinds: Marco Mancini (1975), Andrea Buscaioli (1980), Daniela Mancigotti (1983), Andrea Nazzaro (1985), Marco Nigro (1986), Alessandra Capanna (1987), Beatrice Malerba (1988).

I have just mentioned here sons and daughters who have passed away belonging to people who have organized and belong to the so called “Movement of Hope”; or authors of books which belong to its specific literature.

All appearances suggest that these are manifesting themselves from another dimension. They have inspired their parents to give testimony of this by writing books and in other ways.

But the above list is incomplete, the names to remember are innumerable. All are young people who have died in early age and who have later communicated by means of similar phenomena. As a whole the communications reveal a common meaning and seem to be different expressions of one great phenomena.

It is interesting to stress the same points in the collective phenomena.

Also in order to comfort many parents we feel safe to affirm that their children lead a happy life in the hereafter. They survive with their original personalities, and retain their affections for us. They are present invisibly near their dear ones, assisting, protecting and inspiring them to proper behaviour; giving strength and courage to go on. They are frequently perceived in their homes and in the beloved places they left behind.

The “signs” given to us by the children of light

These souls can give “signs” of their presence. Often best results are obtained in the homes where a person or family member has psychic qualities, maybe heretofore unknown to them, thus helping their contacting them.

Andrea Sardos-Albertini shows his presence by leaving bloodstains and perfume scents. Intense, pleasant and particular scents is the sign showing Beatrice Malerba’s presence, which are perceived by her mother and other people. Then there is the perfume scent of Rosabianca Ambrosini and that of Frangi Moneta. There is the perfume of Francesco Caporelli, deceased in 1981 at the age of 3.

It seems that little Francesco shows his presence in various and ingenious ways: lights are suddenly switched off or on, the television set is turned off or the radio switched on. At night the bell rings without anyone touching it, among his toys, the toy train starts running on its own.

In Enrico Sartori’s house a clock which did not run, suddenly began ringing for 9 minutes at 3:30 P.M. for 10 consecutive days, also at 6:30, and 9:30.

There had been a sceptical friend present at these ringings, who later took the clock apart to see how it was happening, he disassembled and watched it carefully but was not able to give a reasonable explanation for it as a “natural” phenomenon.

Marco Mancini had been a collector of rare bird feathers, and now his manifestation “sign” is the unexpected appearance or materialisation of colourful feathers. At given times “water” has flown from Beatrice’s photograph. A fresh rose bud was found on the pillow in Daniela’s bedroom. A rosebud can become a full rose in a few minutes. It is a present from little Francesco to his mom.

Another meaningful case of apport deals with a small Malayan coin; Marco Lorenzutti means to show his family that he has not forgotten a certain journey with his family to the Far East, a particular happy and memorable occasion for him. The cases of apports obtained through certain well-known mediums like Roberto Buscaioli, Andrea’s father, can be various and highly meaningful.

Showing their presence can be taken for a form of approval. Frangi’s mother Agnese Moneta, who happens to be the one to first initiate the “Movement of Hope”, one day was sitting talking with her son Gianni, about the messages received from Frangi and saying how much they meant to her, when suddenly from an empty chair nearby which had belonged to Frangi in life came a crackling noise lasting a long time, even though Gianni examined the chair in every way. They interpreted the noise as a “sign’’ of Frangi’s approval of his mother’s words.

The help received by our invisible children

The help received through these “Children of Light” is not only of a moral nature but concrete material help. Let us give some testimony related by the souls themselves. Frangi says: “I belong to those happy souls who wander about the earth on a mission of assistance and peace.

From Enzo and Leonardo: “We are a large group, attentive to God’s will, who help save many young people on earth who are behaving badly and can harm themselves and others. We are ‘beside’ them, at their side, inspiring them to do good, by our prayers we often succeed in leading them back on the straight path. There is so much good to be done in the world!”.

During a mediumistic conversation, Cristina, daughter of a friend of Agnese Moneta’s, says: “We continue to follow your actions and see all, yes, mom, in your world not everything goes in the right direction, so you know what we do? We can even take a poor fish off the hook and give it back to the sea! Even when the fisherman is sure of having his prey. This is what we can do!”

Though all God’s creatures are considered brethren, most of their attention is given to those humans related to them. It seems that Frangi prevented his brother Gianni from precipitating with his car. During a communication the following day, he explained: “Gianni, Gianni, you could have been in trouble, but I was watching over you!”

But not always their interventions are successful. Enzo apologises with his family whose house had been robbed: “My dear ones, I was unable to spare you this sorrow. My thougths did not get to the robber’s mind. I was there, but I could not do anything, because inspiration to do good does not enter these minds. I did what I could, I made them satisfied to take the gaudiest things. Then I helped you not despair! I gave you the strength to overcome the shock. Be cheerful and offer this sorrow to God.”

Cosetta Magherini within 20 days lost both her husband and her daughter Elena, and in this tragic situation had to solve many financial problems which she was completely unprepared to face. But from her daughter Elena came the help and solution which revealed themselves to be the best even on a practical side

Elena has advised on correct diagnosis and the right medications for her mother’s health. Generally speaking, there are many souls (including these young people) who invisibly nurse sick people on earth and try to cure them as much as possible. An example is that of Maurizio Vicari, a young physician who died at the age of 33.

Souls manifest themselves through dreams

Dreams are a means of communication often used by departed souls. It is known that dreams are an elaboration of symbols. That is to say, that if in a dream truth is revealed it is usually done in a symbolic form. Among Edda Sartori’s dreams of her son Enrico, there is one in which symbols take on a humorous aspect.

The dream is as follows: “My house was crowded with people who tried to comfort me, they were all dressed in black, but I was not, though I can’t recall what my dress was like. I heard the door open and saw Enrico coming in, handsome, bright, in some way surrounded by a halo of light. I exclaimed, “Enrico, what kind of joke is this! Everyone thinks you are dead; if they should see you what would they think!” He answered:

“I came to take my sun glasses because where I now live there is so much light.” He took his glasses and smiling disappeared. One could hardly express more nicely the concept of dying as a joyful experience; like entering into Light for which mourning is not suitable.

Continuing on the same subject, Laura Paradiso, Corrado’s mother, realized the full meaning of her son’s death in a symbolism which though different is similar as to its meaning.

“I dreamt that it was night and the sky was full of bright stars. There was a white car parked in front of my garden; inside of it two boys were dressed in white tunics, one of them was behind the wheel (Laura identified him as Frangi) the other boy got out of the car and I recognized my son, we embraced in the starry night, for a long time. He said that he had come to say good-bye and to take a few of his things; for he was leaving for a trip, which I knew about... He was excited and happy as a child and I could feel his joyous expectation and his love for me.

“As my son went into the house for his suitcase I looked at the other boy waiting in the car. I seemed to ‘feel’ his face rather than actually see it. I felt as though he was part of my very being ready to be found. Without speaking that boy was communicating serenity and courage, trust and love to me. I felt that he would take care of my boy, he would accompany him and protect him. I felt relief, peace and pride, I felt important at that moment.

“Corrado came back at that moment with his suitcase and returned to the car, smiling to his friend while I, the mother, gave them advise, still I knew it would be a happy journey to a wonderful world. The car gently rose from the ground, took off to the sky and disappeared among the stars.”

Various forms of mediumism

Besides the use of dreams and other ‘‘signs”, the young souls try communicating by means of modern technology and here we enter the field of psychovision. Here are the “phone-calls” from the hereafter. Beatrice’s mother, Maria Stella Malerba Candela while phoning a friend suddenly heard the light, sweet voice of her daughter, urging her to pray and to search for God in her heart.

Gemma Cometti heard on the phone her son’s voice. When she asked “Davide is that you?” he answered “Yes, Mom, I’m Davide” and sent her a kiss.

Laura’s phone would ring for many nights exactly at 11:30 p.m. But her answering “Hello” was followed by another “hello” as though uttered by a voiceless person, and nothing more. More could be perceived by a tape-recorder with which under certain circumstances a dialogue could be received. “Mom, Corrado is talking to you!” and “We are your children, we love you!” Once she heard directly on the phone “Mom, mom!”

Laura Paradiso receives messages through a certain type of psycophony bordering on clairaudience. She runs the cap of a ballpoint pen on a rough surface thus creating a sound vaguely resembling a human voice, as the cap skips over the uneven surface. As she records the sound thus produced she is able to replay the tape, to interpret voices in the sound produced by the pen cap. And words can be perceived by other people, too otherwise only by her. In this last experiment we can interpret her hearing human voices clairaudience; the first part would be more definable as psychophony. The words thus interpreted seem to come from the same entity one wished to communicate with. Such words can often form long complex dialogues.

Laura often obtains very convincing answers. In the sentences that she picks up some circumstances unknown to her are revealed. She hears names, nicknames, expressions belonging to “family lexicons”, words which are uninteresting to strangers, but meaningful to the people involved, who really feel they are communicating with their dead relatives.

Apart from Laura’s personal methodology, there are a lot of people who try communicating by psychophony (obtaining short messages on tapes), or by psychovision (obtaining the image of dead people on tv screen or even on polaroid films).

But various forms of mediumism exist. In incorporation, souls talk by means of mediums fallen into a trance. Very rare but well verified is mediumism by direct voice, where the entity lets his voice be beard in the air, far from the medium.

Another form of mediumism, which is more easily obtainable, is called, at least in Italy, “telewriting” (telescrittura). In this case, answers are received through the use of an upturned glass which moves. Today this method replaces the planchette one time employed: a triangular-shaped object, that ran on wheels. A small glass, a saucer, or a coin or something similar is touched slightly by two subjects (unusually more than two, rarely one) with their finger tips. It seems that the glass receives psychic energy in order to move. At times the movement seems completely autonomous, as if the object had its own will power.

The glass runs on a squared board and stops on marked letters or other signs. In such a way it forms words, sentences and complete messages. Another mediumistic means is automatic writing, and seems somewhat easier to practice. The discarnate entity is able to communicate using a pen held by the medium’s hand in a normal writing position, but the pen is moved not by the medium but by a different, unseen personality.

It is significant that some have begun communicating not because they wanted to but through the initiative of an apparently invisible entity who wished to contact them. Daniela’s parents, Mario and Luisa Mancigotti, had been communicating with their daughter through a friend, Lea, a medium. After two years of communicating Lea was no longer able to help them. Daniela then urged her father to try automatic writing himself, but it was not successful. She succeeded with her mother who then began writing medianically. Now the messages come through her mother Luisa’s mediumism which has proved to be successful.

Anna Nazzaro s report is very interesting: “In a late afternoon in August, 1 was in Andrea’s bedroom touching his things, while sitting at his desk where there were sheets of paper and coloured pencils, I found myself scribbling on the papers with a pencil, lost in my memories. Suddenly my hand began moving, drawing circular designs independently of my will power; slowly in an uncertain way I wrote a sentence; Mom, don’t cry!’ It was followed by two circles; I wrote, ‘My eyes!’ and again small circles, ‘My eyes’ and again ‘I am here in the kingdom of the dead. I’m well, grandma is with me... later we will go to worship God. I am unable to come, help me with your prayers!’ In the meanwhile among the circles there appeared a horizontal figure much like a mummy, I was astonished! What was happening to me! This phenomenon had taken place while I was in a semi-conscious state. I was not in a trance, although I had not participated consciously in the automatic writing of the message

Edda and Maria Stella testify of having been introduced to automatic writing in a similar way.

The children of light look forward to communicating 

and are given permission to do so

If disincarnate souls take the initiative themselves it is obvious that they are allowed to do so. The entities of young people confirm that they have “God’s permission.” Their specific task is to comfort dear ones, and prove to all open-minded people, world-wide, that the afterlife exists. Speaking of Andrea' s mission, he clearly states that not only is this his personal wish, but it is also the overall vocation of the “Children of Light’’.

Enzo says to his father “... My messages will continue at least until I am permitted to communicate.” His father Tonino Mascagna explains to us that “the deceased who have crossed ‘the tunnel’ and are therefore in a state of beatitude, are willing and want to communicate with their loved ones.”

Andrea Nazzaro also makes reference to their “longing to communicate with us.’’ His mother speaks of a very significant message from Andrea, he says, “Listen for our calling you, our wanting to speak with you; don’t shun us from you! You may not be able to see us, but you can ‘hear’ us!”

In an interview Agnese Moneta pointed out, “...it’s not by personal endowment that we can communicate with them, but the hereafter’s desire to do so!” Our children have said: “It isn’t by your wanting it, but it is us who wish to come to you in order to leave you a part of our World’’. It is sufficient that we down here possess the right disposition and have perhaps, a particular “antenna” necessary to perceive them.

“Why then,” Agnese concludes in a book of hers, “why does this wide-spread fear sussist among people, this ancestral prejudice towards a contact which we greatly desire! And which in all rightfullness is an exalting and liberating experience! Are we really afraid of disturbing the rest of our deceased ones, as though it were that in passing beyond they remained forever immersed in a dull unconsciousness!” The need to communicate has another purpose. It is necessary for people to realize that the hereafter exists, but also to know that once departed we can have access to it only if properly prepared for it during our lifetime. Too often that preparation is seriously insufficient.

Enzo says: “God is merciful with everyone, but for some of us the way is long and difficult! Our messages have the purpose to make known to those who do not know what is awaiting them after death. God permits these communications and blessed are those who believe and mend their ways before the end of their earthly lives.”

It is best to follow a certain code in communicating

Carla Stricker refers that sometimes the glass used to wanders from one letter to another forming sentences without meaning, or at times rude and awful words. When this happens it is better to stop the conversation and await a more appropriate moment.

“What can be done when we suspect negative presences”, says Agnese Moneta. She agrees in saying that it is better to stop the communication and to pray for the disturber that spiritual guides from the other dimension may reach him and take proper care of him. However she advises to say a prayer before each sitting, thus showing desire to communicate with entities in the Light.

“Be careful” warns Alessandra, ‘‘don’t insist, don’t try to force a contact, there may be spirits ready to confuse you, if one is a weak subject and too willing to do so”.

In any case there is always the danger of negative entities. They must be carefully avoided if you want only positive communications. However there are certain persons or groups who take upon themselves the difficult task of helping those souls who seem to be immersed in a negative condition and consequently they try to communicate. But one must not forget the necessary precautions. This is a very special task that can be assumed only by particularly qualified and skilful persons. It is a task for very few only, not to be experimented by everyone.

The correct code for communicating requires a definite behaviour on our part. We must not “evoke”, but only “invoke”, as Father Ijlderico Pasquale Magni says. The “other dimension” dominates us, trascends us in mystery, so facing it we can only listen, trust and invoke, but never “evoke” which is in reality a magic, irrespectful and violent act.

A mediumistic dialogue must not be prolonged 

beyond certain limits

The “other dimension” is revealed thanks to Children of Light. It is better to welcome this revelation, accept what it demands in order to be able to communicate and maintain the dialogue only for the time deemed necessary to our interior awareness. But the dialoguing cannot be indefinitely prolonged. “At this time contacting with the other dimension is permitted;” as Enzo says, “it can continue in as much as it is deemed useful to our mission.” Later the disincarnate soul who communicates must make his way towards elevating himself and just interrupting his contact.

We may be able to rejoin him in those levels in which we can proceed together. At the end we will remain united eternally in God’s light. In the meanwhile we must be resigned to a temporary separation necessary for our spiritual elevation.

The following words of Linda Lorenzutti, Marco’s mother, give us a clear idea of what meaning the dialogues have for her, now, and in due time, they must have for us. “At first, I attended the sittings for a personal interest only. I have so benefitted by contacting my son, that it now seems egoistic of me to continue contacting him. If he wishes to manifest himself to me well and good; but what now I am more interested in is the teachings I have received. To insist on wanting more would only be egoistic of me. Surely if he comes I am happy, but my interest is more towards learning what he teaches us.

What Father Ferrarotti says appears to be indicative of this matter. He is considered the spiritual father of the Movement of Hope. He answers Paola Giovetti’s questions by saying, “Faith should be enough to help us believe, but as we are passing a period of doubt, of lack of faith and uncertainty in God’s teachings, God has given us, in His infinite goodness, a means to comfort us by these phenomena. It is God’s way of helping us, by letting us know that our departed ones have a special mission on earth that is to help and intercede for us.’’

Moreover, “everyone would want such experiences, but we cannot demand it, nor can we expect these contacts to last forever. Those who have had the good fortune to acceed to this evidence should be content with what they have had and not insist on continuing because it can degenerate and become deceiving and form a dependence on these phenomena, which should be a rarity and not habitual.”

It can be that not everyone has the mediumistic endowment necessary to be able to receive signs or messages. Agnese Moneta has received an appropriate exhortion about this: “It should be that words received by a few be sufficient to many.”

Children of light welcome young people 

arriving at their dimension

Besides helping their dear ones on earth the Children of Light assist many souls who ascend to their dimension. They seem to devote themselves particularly to young people like themselves; affinity unites them.

Enzo says: “We are very busy up here helping those who may arrive unprepared. Some know nothing about this life that is called death. We young have this particular mission welcoming these souls and helping them start on their way to purification.’’

Marco Mancini says, “You know, Mom, I help many souls of young people who arrive bewildered and afraid. I can calm their anxiety and disbelief, after they fall into a sleep waking up in a state of peace and serenity”.

“Many young arrive here feeling lost”, Frangi points out.

Anna Maria, daughter to a friend of Agnese’s who died and was received in the other dimension says, “It happened in a moment; the sun was gone, then came the light warmer and brighter than before. I didn’t feel upset at all. I was taken immediately by hand by dear creatures, we seemed to cross over an azure space, and at once I found myself among little angels waiting for me singing to greet me. I soon started on my way with them.”

Passing away is a sweet and gentle feeling and it is accompanied by a feeling of liberation. Frangi says, “I would like to make you understand that passing away can be sweet for those who in life followed their faith and conscience. Physical pain no longer exists, everything seems to fade in a sea of sweetness and warmth, and then sleep, all experienced like the pleasant drowsyness preceding awakening.”

Passing away can be accompanied, or not, by the experience of passing through a long tunnel, at the end of which one is greeted by bright light announcing what sphere you are assigned to (this of course happens to souls not burdened by particular scoriae, of which they must purify themselves, in a condition of darkness and sorrowful loneliness).

“I didn’t know, I couldn’t understand and then I slept, a deep sleep helped me to understand, and accept my new state of life”, Andrea Nazzaro recounts. The period of sleep, which is mentioned by a great number of testimonies, regenerates souls and helps them, to become part of the new dimension.

On awakening, souls find themselves in a mental environment which is similar to the earth left behind, with a greater brightness and well being.

In Maria Celeste Sabatini’s book Scalzi in Paradiso (Barefoot in Heaven) dedicated to her deceased son Tino’s manifestation, this environment is called Green Fields. The author summarizes by saying: “Green Fields is a reign of joy, sweetness and love. No one there is troubled or hurried. There are those who may have passed away due to illness, others through accidents. These young people here live still with their memories but with a certain detachment. Their thoughts centre upon the family left on earth and particularly to their grieving mothers. But their existence is now one of peaceful serenity. It is an immense Place where nothing disturbs them, where all is motivated by love. And love is the outstanding sentiment which best characterizes this ambience; an ever-expanding love which overcaps the ego as if were a mantle of impalpable food. It is a endless world of love”.

Souls see themselves in a form which is reminiscent of their earthly bodies which had been left behind, they appear to other souls in this way. At least this is what happens in the first stages of celestial life.

The first stage of the afterlife

is somewhat similar to earth

Those anthropomorphisms can be explained although apparently they are refused by the critical mind. The explanation may be easier than we can imagine. Let us consider the dreams we have each night. They take many forms similar to our material world. Where do they come from? Without doubt from our mental habits. Our mind is creative and in the mental reality of the other dimension the psychic body once free from the physical body, feels liberated to give form to mental realities, just as it happens in dreams when it is free to recreate habits and desires.

In this way, in the first stages of the “other’’ dimension, souls often relive (or better, dream of living) in a mental environment formed by landscapes such as mountains, woods, meadows, where there may also be the sea, and the sky has a particular brightness. If some should feel the need (always a mental condition), of being surrounded by his home, often similar to the one he left behind, he is free to recreate it as his experience. This same mental creativeness which can form landscapes, can give life to man-made objects, if his psychological need requires it.

Anna-Maria says: “We have here a large garden full of flowers with a blue stream flowing by. It is the water which purifies us of earthly residue. Children are brought here by angels, just as I was upon arriving, I have bathed in there many times; so now I am prepared to lead others here.”

In dreams there is a mechanism which can create symbols. It is interesting to observe how images borrowed from their earthly life left behind are symbolic and thus souls can find themselves in that state of being which these symbols express. For example the image of purifying water in which Anna-Maria finds herself is the means which actually purifies her, just as it can do for other souls. “When we came out of a wooded area in a happy mood we found other purified souls”, says Cristina, who then talks about an astral house. “Mom, our house is full of flowers and must be a charming place for you. Dad is really happy. The ‘new’ house, here, is full of flowers and is the perfect shelter for us!” Of course, it is presumed to be a psychological shelter, and not a protection from inclement weather, that is not a threat any longer.

Matter is not completely transcended, there is in this state a vibratory level. Daniela’s spiritual guide, Arno, explains that the departed “have well defined conformations, their personalities remain, all have some form of matter, not the earthly kind, but, however particles of real matter.’’

Agnese asks Frangi, “What do you look like now?” “Mother, the same as you know me, it is important for me that it is so and it is allowed me to be so.”

While a friend of Agnese’s was experimenting with the group, an entity-guide saw her little daughter Samuela (deceased) next to her. “Your child, dressed in pink, is next to you, she is twisting her long hair round her hand and laughing in the meanwhile she is resting her head on your arm, on your left side!’’

As the mental state of feeling surrounded by physical bodies who move in an earthly environment is left behind, both human appearance and earthly background lose their normal look. “Now,” says Frangi, “we are in a rarefied atmosphere, where colours, scents and flavours guide our thoughts and our actions. The overall picture becomes more abstract though remaining natural. Now the soul is raised in a condition of a mere mental state’’.

As for the human appearance it had Frangi says, “My astral body doesn’t exist anymore; I am above it, even though still permeated by a very subtle matter which is unseen by human eyes, which can see only coarser matter without penetrating it. Nevertheless, we can take back our old human appearance at will so that we may be recognized, not for a psychological need”. Again Frangi tells his mother, “I am allowed to appear to you in my human aspect, someday.”

The way to elevation and the final resurrection

As the human earthly forms drop from the mental state, the process of discarnation progresses. Souls have to give up any attachment, selfishness and egocentrism in order to incarnate God’s will and no one else’s. To be completely filled with God in order to create a mystic union with Him.

Corrado Paradiso is asked what awaits after his present state, during a mediumistic sitting of telewriting. This Child of Light answers, “A happy eternity where we’ll be together”. “And to be able to proceed towards that eternity what have we to do?” “A completely mystic evolution.” “Must we pass through a mystic death, an oblivion?” He answered, “A loss of unpleasant memories, hate and grudges.”

In the end, Corrado says, there will be the universal resurrection: “That is the goal, the last powerful event” of mankind. The resurrected bodies “will be glorious’’, that

is, completely spiritualized, proper vehicles of the highest spiritual life. “In possessing our glorified bodies we shall thus possess all.’’

In other words, “the fusion between spirit and the universal values of creation will thus be realized.” Because “only an eternal body can permit us to understand great values” such as ‘‘art, music, love and faith, friendship and charity”, and science, too. In union with the spirit it’s the glorified body which will permit us “to understand, and better enjoy the beauty of a sunset, a symphony or an art masterpiece.”

Resurrection means that the final goal of human ascent is to reach, beyond a negative type of perfection after detachment from earthly matter, a completeness, a fullness in which nothing can be lacking.

Such a state includes all human values, what is rightly important for humanity. It will encompass the value of conscience, creativeness, power over things and over ourselves and our personalities at all levels. That is the goal to which the various forms of humanism finally converge to: science, art, technologies, economic enterprises, social and political initiatives.

The universal resurrection is also the final meeting between men still living on earth at time’s end and all the deceased in prior times.

In rising again all the dead will take human form again; that which they left “suspended” in detaching themselves from earth, when proceeding through elevation after death.

As a consequence each entity will be himself again, with his full identity, an individual with all his personal memories. Each will resume his human-like form (or something similar) just to express this renewed consciousness of himself and to identify himself to others.

A sort of sharing gifts will occur; the resurrected individuals bring santity which they have acquired in that dimension to people still living on earth; on earth the heirs of humanity will offer as a contribution human progress developed during the course of civilization.

The outcome of humanity will be given to the resurrected beings who in accepting it will complete their human evolution which they had to forgo in order to proceed in their spiritual life. So humanism and holiness will contribute to realize a perfect humanity.

Thus at last, all human beings could proceed together towards a perfect and full life with no further need of reaching goals, without need of Time, or further changes. It would be God’s eternal life towards which every individual is predisposed to without renouncing his individuality.

The theme of the final resurrection, well known in Christian theology, is carried out in mediumistic researching by the experimental group of the “Convivium” in Rome.

This is also confirmed through communications received by others.

Enzo says, “Resurrection comes after death, it’ll be so for everyone. Yes, everyone, no one excluded, but there can be great suffering for those who don’t believe!”.

Assab is a reliable entity who manifests himself through Gemma Cometti. lie says:

“We survive, but we don’t yet fully live, we shall eventually be reunited with what we now consider our enemy-part (or what seems so to us) being it extremely difficult living with it.’’

“My body has been now put ‘aside’, but it will return to me on the day of resurrection” states Andrea Nazzaro. “I feel stronger now, because I have been separated from my body which lies waiting for resurrection.”

Anna Nazzaro is particularly interested in the resurrection aspect, and has some pages discussing it. Being sensitive about the matter may help acquire mediumistic contact; which is the case of those experimenting at the Convivium in Rome.

Particularly attentive to this subject of resurrection is Roberto Buscaioli (a well known medium). He has undoubtedly acquired his sensitivity from his mediumistic experiences and shows it strongly in his works. In his book Dal visibile all’invisibile (From the visible to the invisible), he states, “Man, an individual made of flesh, spirit, reason, sensitiveness, will, intelligence, conscience, divine manifestation and essence, must rise again in his full completeness, in his glorified totality because God cannot refuse to recognize also the physical aspect of His creation”.

Resurrection and eternal life

as reported by children of light

We know that mediumistic messages that show clearly their celestial origins can nevertheless be influenced by those receiving them, who are human beings. Thus their receptivity can be of a higher or lower nature. Usually the recipients of messages from Children of Light are their parents. Obviously their interest is in receiving their own child’s message than in a more abstract gratification which is projected in a distant future meaning, at a time when it is asked of them to cease their contact with their children in order to permit their spiritual elevation. Final resurrection is such a distant possibility in time, that in the Cristian church itself it has fallen in obscurity (somehow forgotten). Such information about the final resurrection often neglected for the beforesaid reasons is here focused and studied by experimenting sensitives. Consequently the sensitivity of the Convivium experimenters on the above subject acts as an inductor in receiving information of this kind.

Taking of this, Corrado Quario affirms; “It depends on who is communicating and who are receiving.” The young man, a departed soul, explains that experimenting groups draw together souls with similar characteristics, ideas, doctrines and trends. As for explaining the way to elevation and final resurrection “we do not yet approach such levels or try talking of such subjects since we now are helping our dear ones.” If someone asks him why then such a subject comes often in the communications obtained at the Convivium, he answers, “Because you directly ask questions about it.”

We are thus free to mention those answers given by the Children of Light to questions asked during the experimentation made in the Convivium with the presence of their parents.

The Children of Light in communicating with parents either confirm or complete the

answers obtained from other entities during the experiments in the Convivium.

“I must begin my elevation, then I will have a spirit-guide helping me”, says Sebastiano Oschmann Gradenigo. “To commence elevation here, all other activities must be renounced.”

Enzo X (not Enzo Mascagna) states that in such a “way to elevation” it is a question of “losing earthly contacts and memories,” since every soul becomes a “being of pure energy.”

Aria admits that “it is a difficult journey from freedom, to spirituality and then on to religiousness.” Asked what was meant by spirituality she answered “discovering universal values, all of whom should be saved.”

For Enzo Albanese it is resurrection which brings about “saving these values.” That is recuperating all that must not end. Asked for examples this third Enzo answers: “mother, father, my dear ones, my friends, love, beauty...” When asked, “the Sistine Chapel is beautiful, will it remain?’’ he answers, ‘‘If it is of value it remains.’’

“Resurrection is the last event”, considers Daniela Mancigotti and she adds, “for now though, our duty is to help those who are not enlightened by hope.”

For a young unknown German entity who presented himself as Fas (an unusual name) resurrection “is a great mistery which will be revealed only at the very end.” We ask him if in his celestial sphere there is talk about it, he answers, “More easily when our guide is present.” “And does your guide believe it?” “I really think he does”, is his answer.

Orazio Coccanari confirms that “celestial formations know that it is the ultimate event of mankind, still to come in a very distant future.”

Nicola Celani says that he has heard talk of it in his own sphere. “We young people have learned of it not by our experiences but from our guides”. Nicola adds that “in the final end Perfection is achieved”, that is “we’ll all be saints of God.”

“Then we’ll be perfect”, adds Enzo Mascagna.

Claudia Ortese says that resurrection “is the final event which fulfills life.”

“It is an expected event” adds Enzo Mascagna, “but not to take place in the near future. The world must first be given opportunity to improve itself. Sin must be defeated.” Questioned as to the accomplishing of human creativeness and progress in sciences and technologies, he answers, “All will come about in the light of God, the One and only Creator.”

“Resurrection is the fulfillment of the whole creation”, adds Corrado Quario.

Maurizio Vicari mentions that “final event which will occur when all is accomplished”. On being questioned as to where he obtains such information, he replies, “It is said so up here.” These are words which he addressed to his sister: “We are united. I see you but you do not see me, but our spiritual union is intense and continued. When the time comes we will all be reunited eternally.”

The above mentioned book dedicated to her son Tino by Maria Celeste Sabatini mentions the return of Jesus, due to take place when earth and heaven meet and unite.

We can say that it is in this perspective brought on by God’s love that the creation of the entire universe is brought about through resurrection, in a way that the whole human love which has won the battle against death is then received in God’s eternal life. In this way mankind’s aspirations, even the most elevated ones, do no longer appear in vain, but are crowned beyond all possible concept of hope.

WHAT THE MOVEMENT OF HOPE IS

We have tried to explain briefly the essential contents of the messages which we receive through communications with the other dimension whose strong and fertil contents have inspired the start and the growth of the Movement of Hope. Let us now proceed to illustrate what this movement signifies.

This message of hope seems to be primarily entrusted to “children of Light”, but the same message can be received from other departed entities.

It is only natural that parents be the main recipients. We must not claim monopoly on them, it would be too limiting. All of us have lost dear ones and neither suffering nor grieving can be measured or classified.

Unfortunately sorrow can become a torment turning to despair. But the spirit of our message is not its aspect of grief for it is a message of hope and joy.

Its purpose is to make known to all that there is a life after death and an eternal life lived in God’s dimension. It is a confirmation of man’s inborn desire for survival.

This instinct gives a fuller meaning to human life. Hope is far more than a mere emotion, it has its valid reasons.

It is a basic reality that can be proved by what we call “border parapsychology”. This definition is given to a parapsychological research that does not consider the phenomena just from their outer appearance but approaches the subject from an interior plane.

For this reason it is necessary to have a full experience of those facts. This is the only way of making our sensibility more acute towards the paranormal. Otherwise the real deep meaning of paranormal phenomena remains alien and incomprehensible to us.

Our research does not stop to strict rationality of the exact sciences but includes adopting a more adaptable and flowing reasonableness, which helps to express and verify intuitions about the subtlest realities.

Beyond mere survival which we can testify to on the result of parapsychology, eternal life is a far deeper and thinner reality. One must search for it in a reality illuminated by divine grace. For this reason it is a reality that we can discuss by using only more mouldable rationality. In other words, rationality fits in and can be developed without disappearing from it.

We try putting together many people’s spontaneous experiences and methodical study which is inspired with strict rationality remaining in line with the complexity of the material discussed, and not losing the capacity of discerning intuitively at the maximum level.

Another point is the following: hope in eternal life is not a disengagement of present life at all, it is not an escape from the world; we don’t believe in final dissolving of everything, but, far from it, in resurrection. Resurrection means that “new heavens and a new land” await us. What we must achieve as a final condition is a perfection of holiness joined in the fullness of humanism.

We are pursuing such perfection in present life, which means that here on earth we already cooperate with God in building our heaven. Those of us who deeply believe are urged by coherence to give totally of themselves in order to improve the world and with God’s help to be cooperative in continuing and finishing the creation of the universe.

We have tried showing how the Movement of Hope has taken form through communications received from deceased children to parents.

Among these parents the following deserve to be remembered in a particular way: Umberto and Agnese Moneta, Tonino and Vanda Mascagna, Mario and Luisa Mancigotti, Luigi and Angela Leardini, who have started the series of national meetings in Cattolica in 1987 and which are repeated each year. This convention tends to acquire more and more international magnitude. Mario Mancigotti helped by the Leardinis organizes it.

Many congresses have been, and still are, organized in other Italian towns. We have a large literature about our themes as well.  

Information about Movement activities is regularly given by the monthly review “L’Aurora” (Largo Pietà 9, 62032 Camerino, MC, Italy), directed by Raul Bocci. 

We wish to invite friends from other countries to contact us in order not only to receive a better knowledge of said phenomena but to inform us of other phenomenology. which can add to or complete our information. It is necessary for all of us to cooperate in helping, promoting and extending this knowledge to everyone everywhere. Together it is certainly easier to accomplish not only paranormal studies of phenomena but to help promote a much needed inner renewal. This Manifestation of the Children of Light keeps urging and leading each of us to an inner renewal at all levels. It remains a question of carrying out a spiritual job.

No spirituality can be fully accomplished or be deeply coherent if it is not leading to improve society and other aspects of human life in a common effort.

Surely the discovery of an other dimension brought about through conversations with our beloved departed seems to be only the starting point of a more difficult and wider task, which must be thoroughly put into practice according to everyone’s personal inclinations in order that the Great Hope may become a reality.
